White nationalism and the disrespect it has toward African solidarity meaning the political agenda of
white nationalism in its concept is designed to exploit and control the national economy its raw material labor
and technology. To disrespect is a cultural behavior however, before you destroy the solidarity you must first
disrupt the continuity of that solidarity throwing off the equilibrium and the balance nature. However, Built
with in African social structure was equality among male and female this matrilineal system was built to sus-
tain and maintain the balance of nature this type of solidarity serves as a prerequisite for any who seeks to ob-
tain any level of social status as well as stability. Outsiders challenged this line of descent that came down
through the female side of the family that best served for the preservation of family unity. Let’s do so math
there about 36 million African Americans in the US minus African children there are about million adult black
26.7 million African American adults 14.7 women to 12 million adult black men. There are about 2.7 million
more adult black women than men total adult black men 11 million 985 rounded of to 12 million out of 12
million adult black men exactly 1 and 9 of them are in prison of them that are in prison 1, 330, 335 percentage
of black men in prison. From that it leaves 10, 654,665 about 11, 540 confirmed cases of HIV among black
men and 127,359 black men living with aids the total 138,889 black men with aids/HIV 1 percent of the popu-
lation that leaves the total at 10,515,766. 38.5% or 4,614,225 black men are married. Which leaves 5,901,541
10% or 1,198,500 black men identify as gay or either bi sexual the percentage of black that are gay or bi sexu-
al make of 10% of the of black male eligibility, so it leaves about 4,703,041 according to us census bureau
men 15 and over has never been married 44% or 2,069,338 of the 4,703.0641 single black men never been
married so 2,633,733 eligible black men left. 24.3% of black adult women will marry leaving a remainder of
10.3 million black women still unmarried 10.3 million black women to only 2,633,703 million black men
roughly a 4to 1 female to male ratio, mathematically impossible for 10.3million African American women to
have a man each one to herself unless you change the math. How do you change the math because when you

change the math you change the course of history?



The scientific theory of Aristotle says the difference in material substances is a matter of balance
meaning nature because order is the manifestation of harmony then that balance must be changed. Since white
nationalism is about status control over governmental politics’ we must know that the politics are immersed or
baptized in corruption. My Ethiopian friend Alemayehu Hagos and his book exposing satanic lies of Western
history that around 133 BC a family of bandits’ murders and thieves organized into groups as an army which
merely mean strength, Led by Cicero (106-43bc) who coined the term religion in language of Geez which
means spiritless . With that they went about robbing and plundering the possessions of others. Then another
family in 122bc Gaius set out butchering and murdering robbing as well. As a result, political parties emerged
from this sick behavior of justification of centuries of murdering and banditry without legally being institution-
alized parties.

To be institutionalized is to be officially placed in a well structured established system. Kwamane
Torue defined institutionalized racism as the collective failure of an organization to provide an appropriate and
professional service to people because of their color culture or ethnic origin. So the system is officially com-
mitted to act inappropriate and un-professionally to provide adequate services to its own citizen it has failed
this is delinquency at is best and it needs to be rehabilitated. 1 out of 3 African Americans live in poverty 70%
of our elderly are without financial assistance 1 out 3 are either on parole or in prison 2 million children at
least 1 of their parents are in a state or federal institution. 4 out of 10 are on death row we have the largest
amount of black politicians but yet blacks are being incarcerated at alarming rate 7 out of 10 cannot read be-
yond fourth grade level which means they are classified as functioning as illiterates, which creates as ignorant
hostile environments. Then again 70% are headed by single women households blacks make of 41% of all
abortions. Poverty and illiteracy is 8 to 9 times higher than that of whites. 1 out 21 is to be expected to be mur-
dered by gun fire. 3 to 4 percent of us are lawyers 1 to 2 percent are architects 3 to 4 percent are medical doc-
tors. However, blacks are highly represented in sports and entertainment. Professor Hardy states that silence is
the hallmark of oppression. To just stand back in watch and accept the mental emotional and physical abuse
has become detrimental to the physic is has become as L.L cool J would say something like a phenomenon a
common occurrence. Until it has numbed our membrane, That s why a say we are under a social reconstruc-
tion we are feelings has become descent zed thoughts demoralized attitude dehumanized speech language or
communication devitalized and actions or activity destabilized white nationalism and its disrespect it has to-

ward African solidarity.



By white I mean, a small minority of people whose social orientation is philosophically designed to
wage psychological warfare on non white people through image control and communication development.
Malcolm X stressed that when black people change the image in their own mind he or she will always suffer
from parental and juvenile delinquency.

When the thoughts become
demoralized the effort of tolerance for the need to readdress social diversity prohibits full recovery from the
structural inequality built in the system of white supremacy racism. When our attitude becomes dehumanized
the time of temperance for the need to revise social coherency prohibits full recovery from structural inequali-
ty built in the system of white supremacy racism, when the speech language of communication becomes devi-
talized the energy of confidence for the need to replenish social continuity prohibits full recovery from the
structural inequality built in the system of white supremacy racism. When the action or activity becomes desta-
bilized the nature of respect for the need to reclaim social solidarity prohibits full recovery from structural ine-
quality built in the system of white supremacy racism. The plat form in which I speak from is academic free-
dom intellectual independence financial stability and spiritual understanding. Marcus Garvey said there was
something laid down for white children to go by Garvey aimed to organize the instruction of Black children
knowing that white people. Has a system a method a code of ethics a philosophy and finally a set of creed to

guide its life and Blacks needs a similar code.

We need to a establish a
social trade union to give us the solidarity economic trade union that will give us financial stability a cultural
trade union that gives us a positive array of confidence in our ability to create. We need an education trade
union that will help still in us the value of self worth. The exchange is social solidarity economic financial sta-
bility positive cultural confidence educational values of self worth making this a religious practice. Far too
many of us are still thinking in the modality of European intellectualism. If you are psychological damage
through cultural brain washing you cannot intellectualized the problem. White supremacy is a power base
structure created through a constructed systematic matrix program using words languages precepts principles
theories and ideologies to control the world’s population leaving nothing to chance.

There mentality is this when they go to
take other people resources they say now we depend on you to give us the resources as a prerequisite for your
dependence you can depend on us to protect you from yourselves if not you can depend on us protecting our-
selves against you because why is that because it’s not about dependence it’s about independence. The su-
premacist form of negotiation is violently corrupt. The environment that shapes the mentality deals with aes-
thetics. To be land poor people poor and resource poor what would be your outlook on life, out of this be-
comes scarcity and the completion for what remains than intra-tribal wars internal conflict amongst the Ger-
man Anglo Saxon French British European do destroy their competitors, that be the completion. Doing so re-
versing the process of one’s outlook on life, once you change the image of a people and then control the way
they communicate that image toward themselves is the culturally brain wash them in fear failure folly and
frustration. Fear is the result of failure and failure is the result of folly, and folly is the result of frustration and
you are frustrated when you don’t get what you expect that which is not reciprocated. That which not recipro-
cated from the supremacy of white NATIONALISM DIS respect for African solidarity as if they have the pre-

1) Yurugu: a being in Dogon Mythology which is responsible for disorder in the universe. This is a being
conceived in denial of the natural order, which then acts to initiate order, and promote disharmony in the
universe. In African cosmology such a being is deficient in spiritual sensibility, is perpetually in conflict, is
limited cognitively, and is threating to the well being of humanity.

2) Cultural imperialism: the systematic imposition of an alien culture in the attempt to destroy the will of a
politically dominated people. The mechanism of a cultural imperialism causes cultural insecurity and self
doubt within the dominated group. Separated from their ancestral legacy they lose access to their source of
political resistance.

3) Nationalism: ideological commitment to the perpetration advancement, and defense of a cultural, political,
racial entity, and the way of life. This use of the term is neither limited to, nor determined by boundaries of
a nation state as defined euro centrically.

4) European nationalism: all forms of behaviors of feelings thoughts attitude speech language of communica-
tion which non European hegemony/global white supremacy.

5) White nationalism: an expression of European nationalism which identifies Caucasian racial characteristics
with superiority and African racial characteristics with inferiority.

Documentary evidence leads me to George G.M. James book Stolen Legacy preferable chapter 4 the
Egyptians educated the Greeks the effects of Persian conquest 525 BC. The attraction was there on account of
their supreme leadership of civilization or in being civil. The immigration of the Greeks for the purpose of
their education begins as the result of the Persian invasion. And continued until the Greeks gained possession
the land and access to the royal library through conquest of one called Alexandria the great. For the first time
in Egyptian history Ionians and Cairns were employed as mercenaries in the Egyptian army 670 BC interpre-
tation was organized through a body of interpreters and the begin to gain useful information concerning the
culture of the Egyptians. For the first time as well there were non-native Ethiopian kings Ethiopia was distinc-
tively a European product. The slaughter in Fallujah was done not by American military but by trained merce-
naries do you not know that possibly 85% of Muslims are non Arabs? In addition, there is a private army that
the us government has quietly hired to operate in international war zones and on American soil with its own
military base fleet of twenty or more aircraft and twenty thousand troops at the ready the universal code of
military justice 64 stat 109. In the use chap. 47 is the foundation of military laws in the United States it was
established by united state congress in accordance with authority given by the constitution in article 1 section
which provides congress shall have power to make rules for the government and regulation of the land and na-
val forces, militarized by president executive order. John f Kennedy stated for we are opposed around the
world by a monolithic and ruthless conspiracy that relies on covert means for expanding its sphere of influence
on infiltration instead of invasion on sub-version instead of elections on intimidation instead of free choice, on
guerillas by night instead of armies by day. It is system that has conscripted vast human and material resources
into building of a tightly knit highly efficient machine that combines military, diplomatic intelligence econom-

ic, scientific and political operation.



Robert Kennedy stated the problem of power is how to achieve its responsible use rather than its irre-
sponsible and indulgent use of how to get men of power to live for the public rather than off the public. Liken
onto Europe depending on Africa for its monitory stability as well as proprietary’s in the black community
sucking what blood form what’s left form the black community. Spending power of government and buying
power of the consumer money should not be the master but the servant of humanity. James Wilkes booth was
a mercenary that worked for the international banking system. Abraham Lincoln said my paramount objective
is to save the union and it and it not either save or destroy slavery. If I could save the union without freeing
any slave I would do it. The question how do we protect our buying power? Otto van Bismarck said that the
division of the United States into federations of equal force was decided long before the civil war by high fi-
nancial powers of Europe. Theses bankers were afraid that the United States, if they remained as one block
and as one nation would attain economic and financial independence which would upset their financial domi-

nation over the world.

The Federal Reserve act 1913 establishes legalized the invisible government of monitory power it is
the worse legislative crime of the ages paraphrasing what Charles Lindbergh reprehensive of Minnesota. The
business cycle cause high prices all the federal reserve board will do will be to lower the rediscount rate pro-
ducing an expansion of credit and rising stock market then when business men are adjusted to these conditions
it can check prosperity in mid career by arbitrarily raising the rate of interest. It can cause the pendulum of a
rising and falling market swing gently back in forth by slight changes in the discount rate our cause violent
fluctuations by greater rate variation and in either case it will possesses inside information and advance
knowledge of the coming change either up or down. This is the strangest most dangerous advantage ever
placed in the hands of a privilege class by any government ever existed. The system is private conducted for
the sole purpose of obtaining profits from the use of other people’s money they know in advance to create pan-
ics to their advantage. They also know when to stop panic. Inflation and deflation work equally well for them
when controlled finance a super-sate controlled by international bankers and international industrialist acting
together to enslave the world for their own pleasure. Reprehensive Louis McFadden (D) PA. Change is a con-
dition situation and circumstance consequently of action taken place. It involves the engagement of an evolu-

tionary process for the benefit of progress this progress is liken unto contest or struggle ending in triumph.

Let’s look racial politics connotes a specific political and social agenda policies of racial discrimina-
tion, upholding race as an ideological position of biological practices.
